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Getting started

Location and function of controls
Note
This manual mainly explains operations using the remote control, but the same operations 
can also be performed using the buttons on the unit having the same or similar names.

Unit (front/top)

Lights up or blinks to show the 
BLUETOOTH connection status.

changes to the next source in the 
following sequence:

•• Press and hold to enter the 
BLUETOOTH pairing mode.

*	 The  button on the unit and  and VOLUME + 
button on the remote control have a tactile dot. 
Use the tactile dot as a reference when operating 
the system.
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Unit (back)

 �FM lead antenna
 �To right speaker
 �To left speaker
 �Speaker cord (Red/)
 �Speaker cord (Black/)
 �To wall outlet

•• Secure the end of the FM antenna with a 
pin or tape, etc.

•• Keep the antenna away from the speaker 
cords, the AC power cord and the USB 
cable to avoid picking up noise.

•• Before unplugging the FM antenna, make 
sure the system is turned off to preserve 
your own FM settings.

	 Audio input jack
Connect optional external equipment with 
an audio connecting cable (not supplied).

	 Speakers
Connect the speakers.
Both left and right speakers are the same. 
You can connect both speakers to either of 
the speaker jacks regardless of the L and R 
indications above the jacks.

	 Power
Connect the power cord to the wall outlet.

	 FM antenna
Connect the FM antenna.
•• Install the system in a location/orientation 
with good reception.

Areas with poor 
reception:
Far from windows, etc.

Areas with good 
reception:
Near windows, etc.

•• Avoid the following kinds of locations.

On steel desks or

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Preparing the 
remote control
Insert an R6 (size AA) battery (not supplied), 
matching the polarities as shown below.

Notes on using the remote control
•• With normal use, the battery should last for 
about six months.

•• If you do not use the remote control for a long 
period of time, remove the battery to avoid 
damage from battery leakage and corrosion.

Attaching the 
speaker pads
Attach the supplied speaker pads at each 
corner on the bottom of the speakers to 
prevent them from slipping.

Setting the clock

1	 Press /  to turn on the 
system.

2	 Press TIMER MENU  to enter 
the clock set mode.
The hour indicator flashes on the 
display .

If “SELECT” or “PLAY SET” appears, press 
/  to select “CLOCK,” and then 
press  .

3	 Press /  to set the hour, then 
press  .
The minute indicator flashes on the 
display .
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4	 Press /  to set the minutes, 
then press  .

Note
•• The clock settings are reset when you disconnect 
the power cord or if a power failure occurs.

To display the clock when the 
system is off
Press DISPLAY . The clock is displayed for 
about 8 seconds.
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Other operations

To Press

Pause playback  . To resume play, 
press  .

Stop playback  . To resume play, 
press  *. To cancel 
resume play, press   
again.

Select a folder on 
an MP3/WMA disc

*	 When playing a VBR MP3/WMA file, the system 
may resume playback from a different point.

To eject the CD
Press   on the unit.

Note
•• Do not load a disc with a non-standard shape 
(e.g., heart, square, star). Doing so may cause 
irreparable damage to the system.

•• Do not use a disc with tape or stickers on it as this 
may cause malfunction.

•• When you remove a disc, do not touch its surface.

To change the play mode

Play mode enables you to playback the 
same music repeatedly or shuffle play.

1	 Press   to stop playback.

Listening to a CD

Playing a CD-DA/
MP3/WMA disc

1	 Press CD .

2	 Press   on the unit to open 
the disc tray  and place a disc 
on it.
Load a CD with the label side (printed 
side) facing up.

Label side (printed side)

3	 Press   on the unit to close 
the disc tray .

4	 Press  .
Starts playback.
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2	 Press PLAY MODE  repeatedly 
to select a play mode.
You can select the following play 
modes.

Play mode Effect

FLDR* 
(Folder)

Plays all files in the 
selected folder.

SHUF 
(Shuffle)

Plays all tracks or files in 
random order.

FLDRSHUF* 
(Folder 
shuffle)

Plays all files in the 
selected folder in random 
order.

PROGRAM 
(Program)

Plays the programmed 
tracks or files. For details, 
see “Creating your own 
program (Program Play)” 
(page 14).

OFF 
(Normal 
play)

Plays all tracks or files in 
sequential order.

*	 This play mode is applicable only for playing 
a USB device or MP3/WMA disc.

When “PLS STOP” appears
You cannot change the play mode during 
playback. Stop playback, then change the 
play mode.

To use the repeat play mode
To switch the repeat play mode, press 
REPEAT  repeatedly. Repeat play modes 
are selectable both while playback is 
stopped and during playback.
You can select the following play modes.

Play mode Effect

REP ONE
(Repeat 
one)

Plays a selected track or file 
repeatedly.

REP FLDR*
(Repeat 
folder)

Plays all files in the selected 
folder repeatedly.

REP ALL
(Repeat all)

Plays all tracks or files 
repeatedly.

(Repeat off)

Turns off repeat play.

*	 This play mode is applicable only for playing a 
USB device or MP3/WMA disc.

Note
•• Once the power cord is unplugged, the play 
mode is turned off automatically.

Note on playing MP3/WMA discs
•• Do not save unnecessary folders or files on 
a disc that has MP3/WMA files.

•• Folders that have no MP3/WMA files are 
not recognized on the system.

•• The system can only play MP3/WMA 
files that have a file extension of “.mp3” 
or “.wma.” Even when file name has the 
“.mp3” or “.wma” file extension, if it is not 
an audio MP3/WMA file, playing this file 
may generate a loud noise, which could 
cause damage of the system.

•• The maximum number of folders and files 
that system can recognize is:
–– 256* folders (including the root folder)
–– 999 files
–– 999 files in a single folder
–– 8 folder levels (in the tree structure of 
files)

*	 This includes folders that have no MP3/WMA 
or other files. The number of folders that the 
system can recognize may be less than actual 
number of folders, depending on the folder 
structure.

•• Compatibility with all MP3/WMA 
encoding/writing software, CD-R/RW 
drive and recording media cannot be 
guaranteed. Incompatible MP3/WMA discs 
may produce noise or interrupted audio or 
may not play at all.

Note on playing multisession discs
The system can play back continuous 
sessions on a disc when they are recorded in 
the same session format as the first session. 
When a session recorded in a different 
session format is encountered, that session 
and the ones following it cannot be played 
back. Note that even if the sessions are 
recorded in the same format, some sessions 
may not play back.
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Creating your own 
program (Program Play)

Plays the programmed track or file.

1	 Press   to stop playback.

2	 Press PLAY MODE  repeatedly 
to select “PROGRAM.”

3	 When playing back an MP3/WMA 
disc, press  +/–  to select the 
folder containing the tracks or 
files that you want to program.

4	 Press /  to select a 
desired track or file, then press 

 .

Selected track 
or file number

Total playing time of 
the selected track 
(CD-DA disc only)

For MP3/WMA file, the name or title of 
selected file appears on the display  
first, and total playing time is not 
displayed.

5	 Repeat step 4 (for CD-DA tracks) 
or step 3 through 4 (for MP3/
WMA files) to program.
You can program up to a total of 64 
tracks or files.

6	 Press  .
Your program of tracks or files starts 
playback.

To cancel program play
Press PLAY MODE  repeatedly to select 
“OFF.”

To delete a programmed track or 
file
Press CLEAR  while the play is stopped. 
Each time you press the button, the last 
programmed track or file will be deleted.
When all the programmed tracks or files are 
deleted, “NO STEP” appears.

Tip
•• To play the same program again, press  .

Note
•• Up to 64 tracks or files can be programmed. If you 
attempt to program more than 64 tracks or files, 
“FULL” will be displayed.

•• If you perform any of the following operations 
after programming, all the programmed tracks 
and files will be deleted.
–– Changing the function.
–– Turning off the system.
–– Disconnecting the power cord.
–– Opening the disc tray.
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Listening to the radio

Tuning to a radio 
station

1	 Press FM .

2	 Perform tuning.

For automatic scanning
Press TUNING MODE  repeatedly until 
“AUTO” appears, and then press 
TUNING +/– . Scanning stops 
automatically when a station is tuned 
in.

If the scanning for an FM station does 
not stop, press   to stop scanning, 
then perform manual tuning.

For manual tuning
Press TUNING MODE  repeatedly until 
“MANUAL” appears, and then press 
TUNING +/–  repeatedly to tune to the 
desired station. Each time you press 
TUNING +/– , the frequency changes 
step by step. If you hold TUNING +/–  
down, the frequency changes 
continuously until the button is 
released.

Tip
•• When you tune to a station that provides RDS 
services, the service name or station name 
appears on the display (European model only).

•• If reception of an FM stereo broadcast is noisy, 
press FM MODE  repeatedly to select “MONO” 
to select monaural reception. This reduces noise.

Presetting radio 
stations
You can preset your desired radio stations.

1	 Tune to the desired station.

2	 Press TUNER MEMORY .

3	 Press PRESET +/–  repeatedly 
to select a preset number, then 
press  .
You can also select a preset number by 
pressing TUNER MEMORY number (1 to 
4)  or /// .

Preset number

“COMPLETE” appears on the display  
and the radio station is registered with 
the preset number.
Repeat the steps above to register 
further radio stations.

Tip
•• You can preset up to 20 FM stations.
•• If you select an already-registered preset number 
in step 3, the preset radio station is replaced by 
the currently tuned-in radio station.
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Selecting a preset radio 
station

To select radio stations registered 
to a preset number from 1 to 4
1	 Press FM .

2	 Press TUNER MEMORY number (1 to 4) .

To select radio stations registered 
to a preset number of 5 or higher
1	 Press FM .

2	 Press TUNING MODE  repeatedly to 
select “PRESET.”

3	 Press PRESET +/–  or ///  
repeatedly to select the desired preset 
number.
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Listening to a file on a USB device

Playing a file on a 
USB device
You can play audio files stored on a USB 
device such as WALKMAN® or digital media 
player, on this system by connecting a USB 
device to the system.
For details on compatible USB devices, 
see “Websites for compatible devices” 
(page 35).

1	 Press USB .

2	 Connect the USB device to the 
 (USB) port  on the front of the 

unit.
Connect the USB device directly, or via 
the USB cable supplied with the USB 
device, to the  (USB) port .
Wait until “SEARCH” disappears.

3	 Press  .
Starts playback.

Other operations

To Press

Pause playback  . To resume play, 
press  .

Stop playback  . To resume play, 
press  *. To cancel 
resume play, press   
again.

Select a folder  +/  –  repeatedly.

Select a file / .

Find a point in a 
track or file

Hold down /  
during playback, and 
release the button at the 
desired point.

*	 When playing a VBR MP3/WMA file, the system 
may resume playback from a different point.

Note on removing a USB device
Be sure to turn off the system before 
removing the USB device. Removing the USB 
device while the system is turned on may 
corrupt the data on the USB device.

To use the system as a battery 
charger
USB devices that have a rechargeable 
battery can be charged with this system.
Battery charging starts when the USB device 
is connected to the  (USB) port  on the 
unit. If the device cannot be charged, try 
disconnecting and then reconnecting.
For information on how to check the 
charging status, refer to the operating 
instructions of your USB device.

Notes on charging USB devices with this system
•• You cannot use the system as a battery 
charger when the system is off.

•• Battery charging may not be possible 
depending on the specifications of the 
USB device.

To change the play mode

You can change the play mode when the 
USB function is selected. For details, see “To 
change the play mode” (page 12).

Note
•• The playback order for the system may differ 
from the playback order of the connected digital 
music player.

•• When USB cable connection is necessary, connect 
the USB cable supplied with the USB device to be 
connected. For details on connection, refer to the 
operation manual supplied with the USB device 
to be connected.

•• It may take time before “SEARCH” appears after 
connecting, depending on the type of USB device 
connected.

•• Do not connect the USB device through a USB 
hub.

•• When the USB device is connected, the system 
reads all the files on the USB device. If there are 
many folders or files on the USB device, it may 
take a long time to finish reading the USB device.

•• With some connected devices, after an operation 
is performed, there may be a delay before it is 
performed by this system.
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•• Compatibility with all encoding/writing 
software cannot be guaranteed. If audio files 
on the USB device were originally encoded with 
incompatible software, those files may produce 
noise or may malfunction.

•• The maximum number of folders and files that 
system can recognize is:
–– 256* folders (including the root folder) 
–– 999 files
–– 999 files in a single folder
–– 8 folder levels (in the tree structure of files)

*	 This includes folders that have no playable 
audio files and empty folders. The number of 
folders that the system can recognize may be 
less than actual number of folders, depending 
on the folder structure.

•• The system does not necessarily support all the 
functions provided in a connected USB device.

•• Folders that have no audio files are not 
recognized.

•• The audio formats that you can listen to with this 
system are as follows:
–– MP3: file extension “.mp3”
–– WMA**: file extension “.wma” 

	 Note that even when file name has the correct 
file extension, if the actual file differs, the system 
may produce noise or may malfunction.

**	 Files with DRM (Digital Rights Management) 
copyright protection or files downloaded from 
an online music store cannot be played on this 
system. If you try to play one of these files, the 
system plays the next unprotected audio file.
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Listening to music with optional audio 
components

Using optional 
audio components
You can listen to sound from an optional 
audio component connected to the system.

Note
•• Be sure to turn down the system volume by 
pressing VOLUME –  before starting playback 
to avoid sudden loud sound output from the 
speakers.

1	 Press AUDIO IN .

2	 Connect an optional audio 
component to the AUDIO IN jack 
 on the unit using an audio 
analog cord (not supplied). 

3	 Start playback of the connected 
component.
Adjust the volume on the connected 
component during playback.

4	 Press VOLUME +/–  to adjust 
the volume.

Note
•• The system may enter standby mode 
automatically if the volume level of the 
connected component is too low. For details, 
see “Setting the automatic standby function” 
(page 25).
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Listening to music through a BLUETOOTH connection

Pairing the system with a BLUETOOTH 
device and listening to music
You can enjoy wireless playback of songs stored on a BLUETOOTH device. With devices that 
have an NFC function (smartphones, tablets, etc.), BLUETOOTH connection can be established 
easily by simply touching your device to the system. 

Start with pairing!
When connecting BLUETOOTH devices, the two devices must register each other in advance. 
This is called “pairing.” Pairing must be performed when you connect two devices for the first 
time. Once a device has been registered through pairing, it does not need to be paired again 
when connecting to that same device.

There are two methods of pairing: pairing using the NFC function, and pairing by manually 
activating the BLUETOOTH function. Choose the pairing method that matches your device. 

 Pairing with a device that does not have an NFC function (page 21)

Connection completed!

After setting the system to pairing mode, search for it on your 
BLUETOOTH device to start pairing.

Pairing mode!

 Pairing with a device that has an NFC function (page 22)

With a smartphone/tablet that has an NFC function, simply touch 
the device to the system. The system will turn on automatically and 
begin pairing.

Connection completed!
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Pairing with a device that 
does not have an NFC 
function

Keep the BLUETOOTH device and the 
system within 1 meter of each other for this 
operation.

1	 Press BLUETOOTH .
If there is no pairing information in the 
system, such as when using a 
BLUETOOTH device for the first time 
after purchasing the system, the system 
will automatically switch to pairing 
mode.

“PAIRING” flashes on the display  and 
the  (BLUETOOTH) indicator  flashes 
quickly.

2	 Turn on (activate) the BLUETOOTH 
function on the BLUETOOTH 
device.
For details, refer to the operating 
instructions supplied with the 
BLUETOOTH device. 
A list of the devices found may appear 
on the BLUETOOTH device display.

3	 Select [CMT-SBT20] (this system). 
If you are prompted to enter a passkey, 
enter “0000.” If the system does not 
show up on the list of devices, start over 
from step 1 again.

When pairing is completed, “BT AUDIO” 
will appear on the display  and the 

 (BLUETOOTH) indicator  will stop 
flashing.

4	 Press  .
Starts playback.
Using the buttons on the system or the 
remote control, you can control play/
pause (/ ) and previous/next 
(/ ). Stopping playback and 
other operations can be controlled 
using the BLUETOOTH device.

5	 Press VOLUME +/–  to adjust 
the volume.

Listening to music on a paired 
device
Press BLUETOOTH .

The last connected device will be connected 
automatically. If the connection cannot be 
established, make sure that the BLUETOOTH 
function on the BLUETOOTH device is activated, 
and then select the system (“CMT-SBT20”) to start 
the connection process.

To cancel pairing
Press BLUETOOTH MENU , BLUETOOTH  
or change the source.

Terminating a BLUETOOTH 
connection
1	 Press BLUETOOTH MENU . 

2	 Press /  to select “DISCONNECT ,” 
then press  .
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Note
•• If playback does not start after pressing   
in step 4 of “Pairing with a device that does not 
have an NFC function” (page 21), press   
again or start the playback on the BLUETOOTH 
device.

•• Operations may vary depending on your 
BLUETOOTH device.

•• This system can be paired with up to 8 
BLUETOOTH devices. If a new device is paired 
after 8 devices have been paired, pairing 
information of the device that was connected 
with the system first is overwritten with that of 
the new device.

•• Once a pairing operation is performed, it does 
not have to be performed again. In the following 
cases, however, a pairing operation must be 
performed again:
–– Pairing information was deleted due to repair, 

etc.
–– Pairing registration information of this system 

is deleted on the BLUETOOTH device.
–– If you reset the system to factory settings 

(page 32), all the pairing information will be 
deleted. 

•• The sound of this system cannot be sent to a 
BLUETOOTH speaker. 

•• “Passkey” may be called “Passcode,” “PIN code,” 
“PIN number” or “Password,” etc. 

•• You cannot make a BLUETOOTH connection 
with another BLUETOOTH device while the 
BLUETOOTH connection is established with one 
BLUETOOTH device. Terminate the connection 
first, and then connect with a new device.

•• Sub Band Codec (SBC) is the only supported 
codec.

Pairing with a device that 
has an NFC function

Compatible smartphones are those 
equipped with the NFC function (NFC-
compatible smartphones with Android™ 4.1 
or later installed).

What is “NFC”?
NFC (Near Field Communication) is a technology 
enabling short-range wireless communication 
between various devices, such as mobile phones 
and IC tags. Thanks to the NFC function, data 
communication can be achieved easily just by 
touching the relevant symbol or designated 
location on NFC compatible devices.

1	 Turn on the NFC function of the 
smartphone/tablet.
For details, refer to the operating 
instructions supplied with the 
smartphone/tablet.

2	 Touch the smartphone/tablet on 
the N-mark  on the unit.

Smartphone/
tablet responds 
once system is 
recognized

Follow the on-screen instructions to 
establish the connection.  When the 
BLUETOOTH connection is established, 
“BT AUDIO” appears on the display .
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3	 Press  .
Starts playback.
Using the buttons on the system or the 
remote control, you can control play/
pause (/ ) and previous/next 
(/ ). Stopping playback and 
other operations can be controlled 
using the BLUETOOTH device.

4	 Press VOLUME +/–  to adjust 
the volume.

Listening to music on a paired 
device
Press BLUETOOTH .

The last connected device will be connected 
automatically. If the connection cannot be 
established, make sure that the BLUETOOTH 
function on the BLUETOOTH device is activated, 
and then select the system (“CMT-SBT20”) to start 
the connection process.

Terminating a BLUETOOTH 
connection
Touch the device to the N-Mark  on the 
unit again.

Tip
•• If you touch an NFC-enabled smartphone/tablet 
to the system while it is already connected to a 
different BLUETOOTH device, the connection will 
switch over to the touched smartphone/tablet.

•• If you touch a device to the N-Mark  while the 
system is reading data from a CD or USB device, 
the BLUETOOTH connection may fail. Touch the 
device to the system after reading is finished.

Note
•• If playback does not start after pressing   in 
step 3 of “Pairing with a device that has an NFC 
function” (page 22), press   again or start 
the playback on the BLUETOOTH device.

•• When using the NFC function, pairing, 
powering-on of the system, and establishment 
of BLUETOOTH connections are performed 
automatically by touching the device. However, 
when using the NFC function while the system is 
off, played back sound may not be audible from 
the beginning of the track. To restart playback 
from the beginning, press   to reselect the 
track, or turn off the system and then touch your 
smartphone/tablet to the N-mark  again after 
turning the system back on.

Deleting pairing information

To delete pairing information, the system 
must be reset to the factory settings through 
the following procedure.

•• If the pairing information for a paired device is 
deleted, you will be unable to use that device 
unless you perform pairing again.

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Pairing additional devices

This system can pair with and store pairing 
information for up to 8 BLUETOOTH devices.

If the device does not have an NFC 
function:
1	 Press BLUETOOTH MENU  and use /

that does not have an NFC function” 
(page 21) to perform pairing.

To perform the pairing by using a button 
on the unit

1	 Press FUNCTION  repeatedly to 
select “BT AUDIO.”

 (BLUETOOTH) indicator  starts to 

flash quickly.

3	 Follow steps 2-3 in “Pairing with a 
device that does not have an NFC 
function” (page 21) to perform 
pairing.

Tip
•• To make a BLUETOOTH connection with a newly-
paired device while the system is connected to a 
different device, first terminate the BLUETOOTH 
connection with the device currently being used, 
and then make the connection with the new 
device.

If the device has an NFC function:
Follow the procedure in “Pairing with

Tip
•• When this mode is set to “ON,” the system turns 
on automatically and you can listen to music 
by making a BLUETOOTH connection from a 
BLUETOOTH device.

•• Disabling the BLUETOOTH standby mode reduces 
power consumption in standby mode.

Note
•• When the system has no pairing information, 
this mode is not available. To use this mode, the 
system needs to be connected to the device and 
has its pairing information.

Additional information

Setting the 
automatic standby 
function
The system enters standby mode 
automatically in about 15 minutes when 
there is no operation or audio signal output 
(automatic standby function).

•• When this setting is set to “BT OFF”, the 
BLUETOOTH function is not available.

Setting the Sleep Timer

At the specified time, the system is turned 
off automatically.

1	 Press SLEEP  repeatedly to 
select the specified time.
You can select from “SLEEP 90” (90 
minutes) to “SLEEP 10” (10 minutes), or

Follow the same procedure to set the 
hour and minutes for stop time of the 
Play Timer.

6	 Press /  to select the desired 
sound source, then press  .
The confirmation display for the Play 
Timer appears.

7	 Press /  to turn off the 
system.

•• When the sound source is a radio, make sure to 
tune in to the radio station before turning off the 
system (page 15).

•• To change the timer setting, perform the 
procedures from the beginning again.

•• The Play Timer setting remains as long as the 
setting is not cancelled manually.

This product is a system product, and 
the entire system is needed to 
determine the section requiring repair.

If “PROTECT” appears on the display 
Immediately unplug the power cord, and 
check the following items after “PROTECT” 
disappears.

CC Are the + and – speaker cords short-circuited?

CC Are you using only the supplied speakers?

CC Is anything blocking the ventilation holes of 
the system?

CC Turn up the volume on the unit.

CC Make sure an external component is 
connected correctly to the AUDIO IN jack  
and set the function to AUDIO IN.

CC The specified station may have temporarily 
stopped broadcast.

Sound comes from one channel, or the left 
and right volumes are unbalanced.

CC Place the speakers as symmetrically as 
possible.

CC Connect only the supplied speakers.

Severe hum or noise occurs.

CC Move the system away from sources of noise.

CC Connect the system to a different wall outlet.

CC Use of an AC power tap with a noise filter (not 
supplied) is recommended.
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The remote control does not function.

CC Remove any obstacles between the remote 
control and the remote control sensor  on 
the unit, and position the unit away from 
fluorescent lights.

Files cannot be played back.

CC The audio files may have inappropriate file 
extensions.

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BLUETOOTH device

Pairing cannot be performed.

CC Move the BLUETOOTH device closer to the 
system.

CC Pairing may not be possible if other 
BLUETOOTH devices are present around the 
system.

CC Make sure to enter the correct passkey when 
selecting the model number (this system) on 
the BLUETOOTH device  (page 21).

Connection is not possible.

CC The system and the BLUETOOTH device are too 
far apart.

CC If there are obstacles between the system and 
your BLUETOOTH device, remove or avoid the 
obstacles.

CC If there is equipment that generates 
electromagnetic radiation, such as a wireless 
LAN, other BLUETOOTH device, or a microwave 
oven nearby, move them away.

The sound of your BLUETOOTH device 
cannot be heard on this system.

There is severe hum, noise or distorted 
sound.

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Messages
The following messages may appear or flash 
during operation.

COMPLETE
The station preset operation ended 
normally.

DISC ERR
You have set a disc that cannot be played 
back on this system, such as CD-ROM, or 
tried to play an unplayable file.

FULL
You tried to program more than 64 tracks or 
files.

NO DISC
There is no disc in the player, or you have set 
a disc that cannot be loaded.

NO FILE
There are not playable files on the USB 
device or disc.

NO STEP
There is no programmed track or file for 
program play or all of the programmed 
tracks or files have been erased.

NO USB 
No USB device is connected, the connected 
USB device has been removed, or the system 
does not support the USB device.

OVER CURRENT
The system detects an over current in a 
connected USB device. Remove the USB 
device from the port and turn off the system 
then turn on the system.

PLS STOP
You attempted to change the play mode 
during playback in the CD or USB function.

READING
The system is reading the information on 
the CD. Some buttons do not work during 
reading.

SEARCH
The system is searching the information on 
the USB device.

TIME NG
The Play Timer start and end times are set to 
the same time.

TUNING

Precautions
Discs that this system CAN play
•• Audio CD
•• CD-R/CD-RW (audio data of CD-DA tracks 
and MP3/WMA files)

•• 8 cm disc

Do not use a CD-R/CD-RW disc with no data 
stored. Doing so may damage the disc.

Discs that this system CANNOT play
•• CD-ROM
•• CD-R/CD-RW other than those recorded in 
music CD format, conforming to ISO9660 
Level 1/Level 2 or Joliet

•• CD-R/CD-RW recorded in multisession that 
have not ended by “closing the session”

•• CD-R/CD-RW of poor recording quality, 
CD-R/CD-RW that have scratches or are 
dirty, or CD-R/CD-RW recorded with an 
incompatible recording device

•• CD-R/CD-RW which is finalized incorrectly
•• Discs containing files other than MPEG 1

or operation over a long period of time is 
normal and not cause for alarm.

•• Do not touch the cabinet if it has been 
used continuously at a high volume 
because the cabinet may have become 
hot.

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On the speaker system
This speaker system is not magnetically 
shielded, and the picture on nearby TV sets 
may become magnetically distorted. In 
this situation, turn off the TV, wait 15 to 30 
minutes, and turn it back on. If there is no 
improvement, move the speakers far away 
from the TV.

Cleaning the cabinet
Clean this system with a soft cloth slightly 
moistened with a mild detergent solution. 
Do not use any type of abrasive pads, 
scouring powder, or solvents, such as 
thinner, benzine, or alcohol.

On moving the system
Before moving the system, make sure that 
there is no disc loaded, and remove the 
power cord from the wall outlet.

On handling discs
•• To keep the disc clean, handle the disc by 
its edge. Do not touch the surface.

•• Do not attach paper or tape to the disc.
•• Do not expose discs to direct sunlight or 
heat sources such as hot air ducts, or leave 
them in a car parked in direct sunlight, as 
the temperature may rise considerably 
inside the car.
